4. With reference to recent international experience e.g. Nipahvirus, Bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE) and  Foot and Mouth Disease (FMD) outbreaks, discuss the welfare and ethical issues arising from the use of slaughter policies for animal disease control.

5. Answer THREE (3) of the following:

a. List the physiological measurements which assist in assessment of animal welfare status and comment on their usefulness and limitations.

b. List the behavioural measurements which assist in the assessment of animal welfare status and comment on their usefulness and limitations.

c. Discuss the ethical justification for the use of traps and poisons for vertebrate pest control.

d. Identify the disciplines which contribute to animal welfare science and discuss other factors which influence public policy formulation.

e. Discuss the relationship between animal cruelty and possible predisposition to human cruelty and any ethical implications for veterinarians.

6. Write brief notes on EACH of the following:

a. Environmental enrichment options (i) in laboratory animal science OR (ii) in zoos OR (iii) in intensive agriculture.

b. The “Gold Standard” versus the “Incremental Improvement” approach to addressing animal welfare issues.

c. The Three Rs of Russel and Burch.

d. Ethical considerations associated with the “Convenience Euthanasia” of healthy animals.
